CALL TO WORSHIP

Parent : On this night we remember God’s love shown perfectly in Christ.
Children : O taste and see that the Lord is good!

Parent : God of love, as we prepare to remember the events of this night, open our eyes to see
the beauty of Jesus’ self-giving love, and by your Spirit nourish and grow in our family a desire
and commitment to serve each other and our hurting world.
